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International Conference on Health Research for Development
The International Conference on Health Research for Development convened by the World Health Organization (WHO), World Bank, Council on Health Research for Development  (COHRED), Global Forum for Health Research (GFHR). This conference will be held in Bangkok, Thailand from 10 to 13 October 2000. 
About the conference:

The conference will bring together the many interests and initiatives that are currently contributing to the emergence of a global research agenda and to making that agenda an essential tool in development. At a time when many key organizations are in the process of reform and restructuring, the opportunity must not be lost to ensure that research has its rightful place in the new order of health-sector development.

The WHO, World Bank, COHRED and GFHR have been joined by some thirty other organizations representing a wide spectrum of stakeholders and interested parties, including government policy-makers, non-governmental and international organization, professional associations and research institutes. Following the 1999 annual meeting (Forum 3) of the Global Forum for Health Research, the conference will incorporate Forum 4.

Preparation for the conference includes wide consultations on a regional level, involving WHO, COHRED and other networks as well as the membership of Steering Committee organizations. All those interested are encouraged to contribute their own experiences. A synthesizing meeting in June 2000 will bring together experience, concerns and results to feed directly into the conference. The primary aims of the conference are: 

· to elaborate a vision, an agenda and action plan for health research for development in the first decade of the new millennium; 

· to review and further develop the architecture of health research cooperation at the international, regional and country levels. 

The conference will take stock of the accumulated knowledge and achievements in health research infrastructure, investment decisions, development policies and cooperation mechanisms over the last 10 years. It will mobilise broad-based support for an international action plan that provides workable responses to the current needs of human development and anticipates future challenges.

The conference will be held at the Shangri-la Hotel in Bangkok, where accommodation is provided from US$105 per night. Alternative hotel accommodation is available.
